 Bylaws of 

Mancos Alumni Scholarship Association

   The name of the organization shall be Mancos Alumni Scholarship Association.

   The Mancos Alumni Scholarship Association is organized exclusively for educational scholarship purposes within Mancos High School.

Board of Directors

   Board members shall serve two terms of two years.

   The board is responsible for policy and direction of the association. Members of the board will receive no compensation other than for reasonable expense.

   The board shall meet as required to send solicitations for funds and to disburse funds as scholarships.

   New directors and current directors shall be elected or re-elected at the annual meeting to be held on or about the 7th of October of each year.

   A quorum will consist of at least two-thirds of members of the board.

   There shall be three officers of the board consisting of a chair, secretary and treasurer.

   The Chair shall convene meetings and preside at meetings. 

   The Secretary shall be responsible for keeping records of board actions, including overseeing the taking of minutes at all board meetings and distributing copies to all board members.

   The Treasurer shall develop fundraising plans and make financial information available to board members.

   Special meetings may be held at any time when called upon by the Chair or a majority of board members.

   When a board member resigns, the board will select an individual to fill that vacancy.

   Any member of the board who has a financial, or official interest in, or conflict (or appearance of a conflict) with any matter pending before the board, of such nature that it prevents or may prevent that member    

    from acting on the matter in an impartial manner, will offer to the board to voluntarily excuse himself/herself and will vacate his/her seat and refrain from discussion and voting on said item.

   The fiscal year of the board shall start on October 7 and end on May 15.

Amendments

   These bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of board members present at any meeting.

   These bylaws were approved at a meeting of the board of directors by a vote of two-thirds of the board of directors.
