Superintendent’s Report

Mr. Hanson spoke to some of the points in his report. Specifically, the additional staff hired to handle higher enrollment numbers. He also informed the Board that some staff may have to be increased from half time to three quarter or possibly full time. He also mentioned the team trip to the conference in Breckenridge. Mr. Guiles asked if there was any update on the lawsuit. Mr. Hanson responded not since the State filed to dismiss the lawsuit. Ms. Humiston-Scott asked about staffing and why a fourth grade teacher was added and not a para-professional. Mr. Hanson responded why he had made the decision to go with another teacher. He would rather see too few students in a classroom than too many. Mr. Mitchell asked if the State’s motion to dismiss the lawsuit had anything to do with the new amendment which is being proposed. Mr. Hanson thought not. 
Elementary Principal’s Report

Ms. Epps reviewed her report and responded to a question from Ms. Humiston-Scott. Ms. Epps said that Friday was a wonderful day, and she thinks she has an awesome staff. She said the new staff members fit right in, as if they had always been here.
Secondary Principal’s Report

Mr. Priestley talked about Friday’s professional day, too. He said that having the Dove Creek teachers come to our campus and the interaction between the teachers was very much appreciated by all involved. He also noted that the changes to registration, even with a few glitches, had gone well. Mr. Hanson also addressed the nurse issue and what we are doing to work out the logistics.
Dean of Student’s Report

Mr. Showalter said it is very busy and things are going well. Enrollment in XCountry is 15; Volleyball is 15; HS Football is 22; and MS Football is at 25 – maybe going to 30.
Early Learning Center Report

   Ms. Chadwick discussed the new slots at the ELC which have allowed us to open the last classroom. She announced that Kate Kearns has been hired for that position. She also announced the Kid Camp for students Preschool – 3rd grade. Two parents with children attending the ELC have added a 21’ by 24’ foot concrete pad to the playground at the ELC which allows the children to ride bikes and play basketball. The children are very excited.
