REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

Superintendent’s Report: Mr. Hanson asked if the Board believes this is the right work to do for the district. All yes, except Ms. Humiston-Scott believes it is right but to proceed with caution regarding expenses. Jefferson County’s Board requested to opt out of the testing. We still have to wait and see if that is allowed by the Department of Education.
Elementary Principal’s Report: Ms. Epps reviewed her written report to the Board including the number of new students who have enrolled, plans for the upcoming Professional Development Day, and Accelerated Reader highlights. She also added Second Grade data to her report: Reading 87%; Math 94%; and Language 100%. She is very excited by how many students’ scores gained 5-10 points or more growth. Other schools have contacted her to find out how we are making such huge strides in student performance. 
Secondary Principal’s Report: Mr. Priestley reported on losing the tutor/check & connect person and that interviews will be conducted this week to hire a replacement. He reported on other things that are going on throughout the secondary: long-term substitute teacher, teachers co-teaching English III to increase rigor. The Social Media Class was contacted by a school from Ohio, which wants to work on setting up their own social media class. 

Mr. Hanson reported on a discussion which is underway for the possibility for our students to create “the Mancos Valley Foxfire” books. 
Dean of Student’s Report: Mr. Showalter was not present, he had to leave town for a meeting in Grand Junction.
Early Learning Center Director’s Report: Mrs. Chadwick reported five new students since break and five on the Head Start waiting list. There are six slots open for tuition students. Twelve children are enrolled in the “Kid Camp.”  Ms. Rivera asked about the sidewalk project. Mr. Hanson responded that will be a 
Accountability Committee Report: Mrs. Oakes reported on their meeting.

RESOLUTION

AUTHORIZING THE USE OF A PORTION OF BEGINNING FUND BALANCE AS  

 AUTHORIZED BY COLORADO STATUTES


WHEREAS, C.R.S. 22-44-105 states that a budget, duly adopted pursuant to this article, shall not provide for expenditures, interfund transfers, or reserves, in excess of available revenues and beginning fund balance. 


WHEREAS, the Board of Education may authorize the use of a portion of the beginning fund balance in the budget, stating the amount to be used, the purpose for which the expenditure is needed, and the district’s plan to ensure that the use of the beginning fund balance will not lead to an ongoing deficit. 


WHEREAS, the Board of Education has determined the beginning fund balance is sufficient to allow for the one-time expenditure and the action will not lead to an ongoing deficit.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:


In accordance with C.R.S. 22-44-105, the Board of Education authorizes the use of a portion of the FY2014 Beginning Fund Balance for the General Fund in the amount of $13,533.81 for operating expenses for the Mancos Early Learning Center, $10,533.81, and Library grant books, $3,000.00.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the use of this portion of the beginning fund balance in the General Fund for the purpose set forth above will lead to an ongoing deficit and will need to be corrected in future years.
