DISCUSSION
FY2016 Preliminary Budget
Mrs. Doudy and Mr. Hanson reviewed the preliminary budget that was presented to the Board, pointing out the changes and strategies for the new fiscal year. The budget includes the addition of an ESS teacher at the secondary level, technology funds for a mobile lab and smart boards, additional funding for textbooks, microscopes, athletic supplies, student testing, and funding for a coordinator to take the student-centered accountability project that Mr. Hanson has been working on in Denver with other districts throughout the state to the next level while they seek grant funding for the project.
Ms. Humiston-Scott questioned and objected to the Transportation Director position going from a twelve-month position to a ten-month position instead of a half –time position when he has been working half time for the district and half time for the Dolores School District for the past few years. Mr. Hanson defended the budgeted position by stating that the job may not have been covered adequately at the half time position and he needs the director/mechanic to be readily available when a problem arises.
