REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson asked if there were any questions on his written report. The Board members who were present discussed the CASB Fall Regional Meeting in Cortez. 
Mr. Hanson informed the Board of the plans to remove the trailer from the land next to the football field. A company in Cortez, will be paid $1500 to remove it from the premises. He informed the Board who picked up petitions seeking election to the School Board. He asked the Board if it is necessary for him to attend the CASB Fall Regional Meeting in Cortez on September 2. They said no. He will be attending a meeting of the Rural Caucus, in Buena Vista. He congratulated and thanked the staff for all of their efforts in getting ready for the new school year.
ELC/Elementary Principal’s Report – Ms. Epps elaborated on her report. She also reported on the purchase by the school of supplies for our students. The teachers elected to take money out of each budget to pool and buy some supplies. Walmart allowed a 20% discount to help out, and she received a lot of community support. She added that the collaboration between the preschool and the elementary has been very successful.
Secondary Principal’s Report – Mr. Priestley said he spent most of his summer trying to hire a special education teacher for the Middle School. Due to no applications, he has elected to hire Jen Paschal, as a reading specialist to help secondary students improve their reading skills. He also discussed the other hires and the in-house transfers which have been made. Mrs. Humiston-Scott expressed her displeasure that one of the substitutes hired to help fill the long-term Spanish vacancy does not have a Spanish background. 
Dean of Student’s Report – Mr. Showalter reported on summer sporting activities. Two new AED’s were added to the PC and Historic Gym per a new Colorado State law. The coaching staff has been trained on their use. 
Accountability Committee Report – No meeting has been held. The first meeting will be held in September.
BOCES Report – Mr. Hawkins handed out a report on last Wednesday’s BOCES meeting. They have lost more staff and are still in the process of hiring. Most people have resigned due to low salaries. There will be more discussion of the reorganization at the next meeting of BOCES meeting in September.
Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Mrs. Doudy reported that everything is right in line with the budget. The audit is basically finished. There was nothing out of the ordinary in the audit. There was a discussion on whether the auditor should attend October meeting’s Work Session or to have a special Work Session prior to October’s meeting to present the results of the audit. The auditor is unable to attend the September meeting.
