REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson began with a review of the insurance comparison. There was discussion of the cost, and Ms. Rivera offered some information about a Health Savings Plans being offered by La Plata County. Mr. Hanson said that we need to make a decision tonight. He also explained his reasoning behind eliminating the $20 employee contribution. He asked if they agreed to have Ms. Doudy come in on an as needed basis to help Ms. Miller with reports that will need to be done in January. No one on the Board objected. Mr. Hanson also expressed his concern about the budget next year. The word from CDE is that there will be a rescission this year and that next year there could be another. He said that we will all tighten our belts and get through the current year, but that there may be some big decisions to make next year. Ms. Coppinger asked about Mr. Hanson’s struggle with the current direction of the pilot program as expressed in his report. He said he had reservations about the way the nine districts are headed. The Board stated their support of Mr. Hanson. He asked if any of the Board members would like to walk around with him to hand out the Christmas bonuses. Mr. Guiles reminded the Board that it was time to complete Mr. Hanson’s evaluation. Mr. Guiles will forward the template he has on file to the other Board members.
PreK-5 Principal’s Report – Ms. Epps handed in a report, but left the meeting because she was not feeling well.
Secondary Principal’s Report – Mr. Priestley presented an oral report, he said his month has been very busy so far. He commended Mr. Saletta on the Mancos Schools Christmas concert. Numbers are down at both the MS and HS; his research into why shows that withdraws are mostly due to things the District has no control over like jobs or family breakups. Mr. Guiles is concerned about the athletic teams who are going on long trips and coming home late and not getting anything to eat on the way home. He would like to see us investigate a solution for students who may not be able to eat out.
Dean of Student’s Report – Mr. Showalter did not attend the meeting.
Accountability Committee Report – No meeting was held.
BOCES Report – No meeting was held. 
Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller said that there is nothing new to report, everything is on track. 
Fall Delegate Assembly Report – tabled to the January meeting.
Mr. Hanson reminded the Board that the Spring Legislation Assembly will be coming up in February.

His suggestions for topics are his evaluation and how to best address Mancos’ needs that are not being served by the San Juan BOCES.
