Official Notice of Intent for the

Mancos Re-6 School District

to Participate in the Coordinated Election

on November 3, 2015

The Board of Education of Mancos Re-6 School District in the County of Montezuma, State of Colorado (Board of Education) shall conduct its regular biennial school election on November 3, 2015 as provided by state law and participate in the election coordinated by the County Clerk and recorder of Montezuma County. 

The Mancos Re-6 School District shall contract with the County Clerk and Recorder of Montezuma County for the administration of the regular biennial school election and enter into an intergovernmental agreement with Montezuma County for this purpose. The County Clerk and Recorder shall serve as the coordinated election official for the November 3, 2015 coordinated election.

The Board of Education designates Theresa Titone, Administrative Assistant, to serve as the school-designated election official for the 2015 regular biennial school election. The school-designated election official shall perform election duties on behalf of the Board of Education, including but not limited to accepting and verifying candidate packets as well as rendering all interpretations and making all initial decisions as to controversies or other matters arising in the conduct of the regular biennial school election to the extent that each of these responsibilities is consistent with the intergovernmental agreement. The school-designated election official shall also have the authority to cancel the School Board Election in the event of insufficient petitions to fill vacancies.

A call for nominations for school directors to be elected at the regular biennial school election shall be published by the School District between August 5, 2015 and August 20, 2015.

The Board of Education directs the school-designated election official to forward this notice of intent to participate in the November 3, 2015 to the coordinated election official by July 24, 2015, the deadline established in state law.

Call for Nominations

for School Directors

Mancos Re-6 School District

Montezuma County, Colorado

The Board of Education of Mancos Re-6 School District in the County of Montezuma, State of Colorado, calls for nomination of candidates for school directors to be placed on the ballot for the regular biennial school election to be held on Tuesday, November 3, 2015.

At this election three (3) directors will be elected for a term of office of four (4) years. To be qualified, a candidate must have been a registered elector of the school district for at least 12 consecutive months before the election [and a resident of the director district which will be represented]. A person is ineligible to run for school director if he or she has been convicted of committing a sexual offense against a child.

A person who desires to be a candidate for school director shall file a written notice of intention to be a candidate and a nomination petition signed by at least 25 eligible electors who are registered to vote in the regular biennial school election.

Nomination petitions may be obtained at the Mancos School District Central Office. Office hours are 8 am to 4 pm Monday through Friday.

Completed petitions shall be submitted to the Election Official, Theresa Titone, no later than 4 p.m. on August 28, 2015.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Board of Education of Mancos Re-6 School District, County of Montezuma, State of Colorado has caused this call for nominations to be given this 5th day of August, 2015.

Note: This call for nominations is to be published not more than 90 days nor less than 75 days before the election. Colo. Rev. Stat.§ 22-31-107(1.5).
