REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

Superintendent’s Report

Mr. Hanson asked if there were any questions on his report. He introduced Mr. John Marchino, who is on the Durango Schools staff and is studying for his Superintendent’s license. Mr. Hanson reported that the Colorado Supreme Court voted to dismiss the Amendment 23 law suit today. He is not sure of the next steps. 
ELC/Elementary Principal’s Report

Ms. Epps reported on the numbers at the ELC and the Elementary. As stated in her report, she is also leading “Girls on the Run,” with over half of the 3rd, 4th, and 5th grade girls participating. She reported that her new program “Watch DOGS” (Dads of Great Students) is off to a great start with 18 Dads signed up to participate.
The Preschool parent meetings are scheduled for the first Tuesday of each month, with the first one on October 6. Ms. Epps also reported on a meeting with the ELC team and how excited they are about peer coaching opportunities. 
Secondary Principal’s Report

Mr. Priestley reported that things are very busy at the High School for Homecoming Week. Things have been going very well. He reviewed the schedule for the week. He also discussed the tests that are coming up for Juniors and Seniors. Mr. Hanson and Mr. Priestley are not concerned with the students taking these tests. Mr. Priestley is interested in finding out where students are so that we can address any shortfalls. Mr. Mitchell asked how this affects Special Ed students and Mr. Priestley responded that under Section 504 it says “to be announced.”
Dean of Students/AD Report

Mr. Showalter provided information on referrals for the beginning of the year. Most students are doing very well.
Accountability Committee Report

Mr. Hanson reported on the part of the Accountability Committee Report about the Library’s request for a Mill Levy in 2016. The Library is in dire straits financially, and really needs the Mill Levy so the school will work not to impact their request. He also mentioned the discussion on summer activities for students.

Mr. Hanson brought up the CASB Legislative Conference which is October 16 and 17. This is where/when CASB sets the agenda for the Legislature, and he thinks it is important for someone from our Board to attend. There is also a seat open on the CASB Board for this area of the state.

Ms. Humiston-Scott has spoken to Montezuma County Sheriff Steve Nowlin about the knife issue. Mr. Nowlin told her that it is illegal for anyone, no matter who they are, to carry a knife on campus. 
Mr. Mitchell asked if instead of a Bond, a district might request a special district for sales tax. Mr. Guiles and Mr. Hanson, and Mr. Hunter responded. Only an entity like the county or the town is able to request sales tax, the district would have to work with one of those. Mr. Guiles said that a Mill Levy pays for operating expenses and a Bond is for brick and mortar. There was some discussion on this issue. Mr. Hanson mentioned a BEST grant and other funding avenues.
Ms. Humiston-Scott asked again if the Board was going to do anything about her discussion with the Montezuma County Sheriff. Mr. Guiles again thanked Ms. Humiston-Scott for her input and stated that the issue has been dropped and he hoped she would drop it as well.
