PRESENTATIONS – RECOGNITION FROM DISTRICT OR BOARD
Mancos Public Library – Lee Hallberg spoke to the Board regarding the Bond Issue which will be on the ballot this
November. Projections for revenue and actual revenue are going in opposite directions. As revenues have dropped, usage has increased. Reserves that were depended on over the last several years are almost exhausted. They are looking for a 2 mil increase. He asked the Board to support the library by passing a resolution to endorse the Mil Levy, and talk to others in the community and urge them to vote in favor of the Mil Levy. 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

No one signed up to speak.
REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson expanded on some of the things he included in his report. August 15, Meeting work session will include Dennis Humphries and Jason Spruell and Steve Nowlin regarding having some of our staff serve as armed security on our campus. He will be speaking to them next week in his office before they come to the meeting. It would cost the District approximately $3500 plus travel, food, to have the staff trained at Facility in Arizona. Mr. Hanson is on his way to Denver on Wednesday to speak to people about the Innovative Status. He asked Mr. Mitchell to come to welcome the staff back to school on August 12. Anna Fitzer will be here at 9 am on the 23rd of August to give us some guidance regarding a BEST grant.
PreK-5 Principal’s Report – Ms. Epps reported that the Pre-School has only three spots left. Third grade is full to overflowing, and several people from out of district are waiting to hear if they will get in. The 16 teachers who went to Park City learned a great deal about Mastery Connect, and Ms. Epps is quite impressed with how the company is dedicated to our learning.
Secondary Principal’s Report – Mr. Priestley thanked the Board for letting the Football Team do the Pancake Breakfast for Mancos Days. Concurrent Enrollment and Freshman Orientation is tomorrow night. 
Dean of Student’s Report – Mr. Showalter was not able to attend as he is at a conference. Mr. Hawkins reported that he has spoken to Target Rentals will lend us whatever equipment we need to get our new scoreboards in place.

Accountability Committee – Has not met for this year yet.

Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller is working on wrapping up FY16. The audit is scheduled for August 9.
BOCES – Mr. Hawkins and Mr. Hanson Mr. Hanson reported on Durango 9R’s efforts to become their own Administrative Unit in regards to Special Education. Mr. Hanson does not agree with 9R’s opinion that this is a win-win for everyone because there will be more BOCES staff to work at the other schools. The question for us is: do we care if Durango pulls out, and do we want them to be an “associate” member. Becoming an “associate” member would require a change in the by-laws. Mr. Hawkins asked if it would be better to have the BOCES split again into San Juan and Southwest BOCES. Mr. Hunter replied that the whole reason they were combined was because the Southwest BOCES was not in very good shape. Mr. Hawkins wants to know how the Board wants him to vote. It is the consensus of the Mancos Board that Durango be able to set up its own AU, but not be allowed to be an associate. If they withdraw they should lose everything. This move by Durango will impact every districts’ bottom line and will affect services for all districts too.

Purchase of Property: Mr. Hanson reported on the purchase of Dave Noack’s property for $217,000. The District’s attorney will draw up the agreements, resolutions, and all the necessary paperwork needed for the sale. There has been discussion on how to pay for the property, other than paying out right from the Capital Reserve Fund. Mr. Hunter asked why we would want to incur debt if we can pay for it, and still have a healthy Capital Reserve Fund. Mr. Hanson thinks that it is better to get the loan on the CD in case we needed the money. Mr. Hanson needs the Board to tell him whether to pursue purchasing the house, and whether or not to consider a loan or just pay it out.
The Board members said to go ahead with the purchase, and to look into a loan.
