PRESENTATIONS – RECOGNITION FROM DISTRICT OR BOARD
Mancos Conservation District Board Members – Ben Wolcott: Thanked the Board for the $1500 donation to the School to Farm Project. The Conservation District is taking a more hands on approach to the School to Farm Project, Travis Custer stated.  Mancos does not have a coordinator, the Dolores and Cortez coordinators will share in providing education to the district. Mr. Hanson thanked the gentlemen for their willingness to discuss the garden and make sure project services continue to be provided to district students.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

No one signed up to speak. 
REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

Superintendent’s Report – 
Mr. Hanson apologized for not providing a report. He asked Clara Martinez to update the Board on the BEST Grant. The final draft of the grant is due on February 24, 2017, Anna Fitzer at CDE reviewed the revised grant proposal and Clara has made all of the revisions she suggested. They are waiting for the final revisions on the master plan. Mr. Hanson reviewed his understanding of the steps the Board would like him to take regarding the grant. Ms. Martinez would welcome any input to the BEST Grant application. 
Dave and Karen Noack came in this morning to sign the purchase and rental agreement on the property at 407 W Grand Ave. 
At the last BOCES meeting they rolled out the BOCES budget, which came in with an increase of $14,000 to the Mancos District. There will be an increase to each District, the director is working to cut the amounts. The next BOCES meeting is February 16, 2017. They have not cut administrative costs enough to make up for Durango pulling out. 
Mr. Hanson will ask the town to rezone the Performance Center, the ELC, and the Noack house as public.
We are on George K. Baum’s docket if the district decides to pursue the bond. Mr. Hunter, Ms. Coppinger and Mr. Hanson presented the plan at the last Town meeting, and it was well received. No money is released from the BEST grant until the community votes on the Bond issue.
PreK-5 Principal’s Report – 
Drew Pearson thanked the Board for trusting him with this opportunity.  He thanked the staff of the Elementary School for their support and help in keeping things up and running. He commented on the DIBELS test results which are in his report. Mr. Mitchell thanked Drew for taking on the job. 

Secondary Principal’s Report – 
Mr. Priestley pointed out that four of the seven students who applied for the Daniels Scholarship have moved on to the finals. He thanked Ms. Aspromonte for all the work she put in on preparing the students. He also thanked Ms. Guiles and Mr. Archer on their work with the students on Education/Science Fair. He also discussed the options that are available to provide Spanish to students as stated in his report. The discussion focused on whether to keep Spanish as a graduation requirement. Mr. Guiles said that he would not support not having a foreign language as a requirement.
Dean of Student’s Report –
Mr. Showalter reported on winter and spring sports. Two students are going on to the State Wrestling Championships.
Accountability Committee – No one from the committee attended the meeting, but a written report was provided.
Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – 
Ms. Miller reported that salary schedules will need to be adjusted to meet the new minimum wage requirements.
BOCES – 
Has not met yet this month.
