REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

Superintendent’s Report - The board members discussed the BEST Grant presentation experience. Mr. Mitchell said there are many schools in Colorado with significant needs and we are fortunate to have received the grant. The board would like to thank Clara Martinez, Anna Fitzer, and Dennis Humphries for all their help.  Mr. Hanson requested to table action item 11F. Darrell Farrington informed Mr. Hanson that Monty Guiles would not need to resign from the board if he wanted to become the owners’ rep for the project. 
PreK-5 Principal Report - Ms. Epps did not have a written report but mentioned that the elementary is still looking to fill the two paraprofessional positions. 

Secondary Principal Report - Mr. Priestley interviewed teachers for English/Social Studies position and has offered the position to one of the candidates. The weight room has been moved from the middle school to the high school to accommodate for the shop program. ACT scores went up to a 21.9 average.
Dean of Students/Athletic Director Report - Mr. Showalter reviewed athletic and discipline information.
Accountability Committee Report – No update/Committee does not meet during the summer. Mr. Hanson suggested that the committee should have their first meeting in August.
BOCES Report (verbal) – Mr. Hanson and Mr. Snowberger are working on the bylaws and have passed the first draft to Brad Miller to get the changes incorporated. The deadline for the BOCES application is in September and then it would take about a year for that BOCES to become the AU special education unit.
Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller has been working on finishing up FY2016/17 and preparing the FY2017/18 budget for the meeting on the 29th.

DISCUSSION ITEMS
Budget – Mr. Hanson clarified the special meeting date with the Board. We are still waiting for the final numbers for insurance costs and have made a slight increase to the kid camp budget. Mr. Mitchell questioned the step increase difference between teachers and department heads on the salary schedule. The step increase for teachers is $525 and the increase for department heads $857. Mr. Hanson asked if the Board wanted to adjust the step increase for this year or next year.  Ms. Coppinger voiced concerns about spending money on the maintenance shop addition. Mr. Hanson clarified the need for the addition. 
Maintenance Addition - Mr. Hanson would like to get more bids before on the addition before making a decision. Mr. Guiles discussed the process of acquiring an owners’ rep and an architect. He also explained the different contracting methods for the construction. Mr. Hanson and Board members discussed the timeline for starting these processes.

Ms. Coppinger seconds.
Discussion – Mr. Hunter would like to change the language on the Staff Discretionary Leave policy. He would like to drop the wording discretionary and just use annual for the leave type. Ms. Coppinger would like the policy to read as sick leave thinking that this would cut down on excessive employee absences. She feels that teachers need to be in the classroom as much as possible since we went to a four day week.
