REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson stated that aside from what is in his report, he has only a few things to report. He explained that Mr. Showalter was sent home today, due to illness, and Ms. Miller is busy working on the new payroll system trying to get the payroll done. He reported that we have received notice that our insurance costs will go up 25%. The district has invited representatives from the three insurance companies that cover this area to come and speak to the staff. Mr. Hanson will keep the Board apprised of changes. He is still working with Dave Noack on the sale of the property. He again mentioned the two things we need to lock in tonight. First is Dennis Humphries and the other is Clara Martinez’ proposal. Mr. Hanson reported on October count. We have the exact same number of students which he included in the budget. 
Mr. Hawkins asked about the Negative Factor, and Mr. Hanson explained the current state of the Negative Factor. 

PreK-5 Principal’s Report – Ms. Epps reported on her work on the GoCo School Grant. Last month she attended the Mancos Town Meeting and requested support, which they voted unanimously to grant. She is working with a company called MIG to come up with a conceptual design for the grant. Fourteen elementary students comprise a student task force to work on the project. On November 14th there will be an event presenting the conceptual design of the playground for the GoCo grant, as well as a fund-raising dinner, letting the public know about the proposal. She is excited about how much this could provide to our community. Title night is Wednesday. Adilene Navarro left the staff and Adriene Ratican joined the staff at the Early Learning Center. She explained the information contained on the PARCC report. Mr. Hanson also requested the Board be present on November 14thand said that he plans to introduce the Master Plan to those who attend, too.
Secondary Principal’s Report – Mr. Priestley reported on Homecoming events which started Wednesday evening. King and Queen. He thanked April Willbanks for the amazing job she did. A Career Panel was held last month for high school students. There were seven speakers from various career paths. He also reported on the PSAT test results from last year. All sophomores and a few juniors and seniors will be taking the ASVAB test tomorrow. The sixth grade at the Middle School is getting ready to go on their Chaco Canyon trip. The poll on the graduation day and time resulted with the majority choosing May 21 at 4pm. Mr. Priestley is taking juniors and seniors on a nine college tour in three days. They have 15 signed up so far. Mr. Priestley is going to conduct an “etiquette” dinner with students on November 10.

Mr. Guiles mentioned a conversation with a parent who stated that college was really hard for their child because the child was too “coddled” while a student at Mancos.

Mr. Hanson added that the Cross Country Team is headed to the State Championships this weekend. 
Dean of Student’s Report – Mr. Showalter’s report was reviewed by Mr. Priestley.
Accountability Committee – Emily Hutcheson-Brown reported on the meeting, which she said was very short. Mrs. Epps reviewed the GoCo grant and they also reviewed the Master plan and made suggestions.
BOCES  - Mr. Hawkins reported on some goings on at the BOCES meeting, particularly a letter from Adrea Boggs to CDE and her feelings on Durango pulling out of the BOCES and a letter from Mr. Snowdenberger who was upset by Ms. Boggs’ letter. The BOCES is paying $66,000 to meet at the Smiley Building. Meetings are now being held at the Durango Library. Durango has not been approved by CDE to leave the BOCES yet.

Substitute Pay Policy – Mr. Hanson told the Board about the problems we are having with subs due to the pay scale. This is becoming an issue, because we are having a problem acquiring enough subs for our needs. The other schools in our area pay more. He will investigate and present a revised pay scale at the next meeting.
CASB Regional Meeting – Mr. Hunter, Mr. Hawkins and Mr. Hanson attended the Regional Meeting in Durango. Mr. Hanson reported that the meeting was more of the same thing. Mr. Hunter reported that the same financial issues were reported as they report every year.    
CASB Delegate Assembly – Mrs. Coppinger reported on the pre-assembly conference where Equity in Education was discussed. She said she learned a lot, but at the Delegate Assembly meeting there was good discussion but not many solutions were offered.

Mr. Guiles hopes that everyone remembers the topics of tonight’s discussion when they vote.

Mr. Hanson discussed the inequity in the pay scales between Front Range schools and Colorado’s rural schools. Funding is not working for rural schools. Colorado is currently 48th in school funding in the United States.
