WHEREAS, under § 22-32.5-107, C.R.S., state law allows local school boards to seek and permits the State Board of Education (“SBOE”) to grant district of innovation status, as well as waivers from any of the requirements imposed under by statute or SBOE rule, except those specified in § 22-2-108, C.R.S.;

WHEREAS, changes to federal law now provide states with greater flexibility to determine the applicable requirements for teacher licensing; and greater flexibility for making staffing, reporting, and assessment decisions will enhance the educational program of the District;

WHEREAS, the Board and District staff worked together with the community and school personnel that will be affected by these innovations in developing the innovation plan;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby directs the superintendent to pursue its designation as a district of innovation to the SBOE for consideration, as soon as possible.
