APPROVAL OF AGENDA

ACTIONS ITEMS: 
A. Approve Resolution of Intent to participate in the Montezuma County Coordinated Election and appointing a Designated Election Official for the November 7, 2017 general election
MOTION by Mr. Hunter:  
WHEREAS, Mancos School District RE-6, Montezuma County, Colorado (the “District”), is a duly organized and validly existing school district, political subdivision and body corporate of the State of Colorado (the “State”); and

WHEREAS, the District will participate in the November 7, 2017, general election for the purpose of electing school directors to fill 2 vacant positions on the District Board of Education (the “Board”); and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the District is in need of additional funds for capital improvement purposes, and intends to seek voter authorization to issue a bond and receive additional tax revenues to pay such bonded indebtedness for the construction of capital improvements which may include the following:

a. Walnut street upgrade – Providing improvement to the area in front of the existing pre-school to allow for better flow of traffic;

b. Construction of a parking area which will be located to the east of the existing elementary school;

c. The re-location of the existing elementary school playground to south of the elementary school, included will be a walking bridge over the Mancos River to allow access to the Mancos Outdoor classroom;

d. Connecting by new construction the cafeteria/multi-purpose room to the existing elementary school, including remodeling of other areas inside the elementary school; 

e. Remodel of existing historic gym to include a new entry way to include concessions, ticket sales and public restrooms;

f. An addition to the existing historic gym to include a wrestling practice area, varsity locker rooms, coach and referee offices, and additional seating;

g. Remodel of existing high school varsity locker rooms and re-purpose into classrooms and/or maintenance area; 

h. Remodel of first floor of high school to accommodate Central Office re-location; 

i. Connecting the existing west wing building to the existing middle school; 

j. Complete upgrade to athletic fields, including new bleachers, lighting, field and the addition of an all-weather track; 

k. Adding a stage/performance area to existing Performance Center Building; 

l. Creation of a parking facility in an existing adjoining district owned property; 

m. Roof replacement on 3 existing buildings; and  

WHEREAS, C.R.S. § 22-42-102 provides that the District may seek voter approval to contract bonded indebtedness for such purpose; and

WHEREAS, the total amount of any additional mill levy approved by the voters may not and will not exceed the statutory parameters of the District’s authorized total mill levy; and

WHEREAS, Montezuma County will conduct a coordinated election to be held on November 7, 2017 (the “Election Date”), in accordance with articles 1 to 13 of title 1, Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended (the “Uniform Election Code”), at which the vacant District school director positions and a bonded indebtedness ballot issue may be submitted to the voters.  

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF MANCOS SCHOOL DISTRICT RE-6, AS FOLLOWS:  

1. It is the intention of the Board to participate in the general election on the Election Date for the election of school directors to fill the vacant positions on the Board, and to submit to the eligible electors of the District a ballot issue which would authorize bonded indebtedness and a corresponding mill levy increase which shall be in a form and amount to be determined by the Board.

2. Heather McKie is hereby appointed as the “Designated Election Official” (“DEO”) responsible for the running of the election for the District. The DEO is hereby authorized and directed to notify the Montezuma County Clerk of this Resolution, in writing, by close of business July 28, 2017, and to proceed with any action necessary or appropriate to effectuate the provisions of this Resolution and comply with the Uniform Election Code and other applicable laws, including but not limited to Article X, Section 20 of the Colorado Constitution (“TABOR”).

3. The District’s Superintendent and DEO are directed to keep the Board apprised of the necessary deadlines and actions necessary or appropriate to submit a ballot issue for the above purposes to the voters in accordance with this Resolution and comply with the Uniform Election Code and with TABOR and other applicable laws and election rules.

The submittal of a bonded indebtedness ballot issue will require additional Board action to adopt a ballot question by the applicable deadline.
Mr. Hawkins seconds.
