REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

A. Superintendent’s Report – Issue has come up; Tim Hunter was appointed to fill a position until the next election but it was missed. After Nov election the board will need to declare a vacancy and appoint someone that night or the following meeting in December. 

Student count – 3 students down from the budget.  Elementary needs more support for SPED program, most likely will cost an additional $8,500 and take the Para out of KDG and split time with SPED. Significant amount of kids with special needs, several moved into the district this year.

CASB conference in Cortez 9/27 – Brian suggests we take the new\potential board members


Audit revealed we need to pay back $4,000 for a student who wasn’t counted at full-time due to not completing enough college class hours.


Owner’s Rep Agreement with Monty, additional wording 5.4 and 5.5.  Addition per Anna, BEST, CDE 7.8 and 7.9: BEST has the right to uphold the contract if BOE fails to do so. Cleared by Darrel and Anna.  

B. PreK-5 Principal Report – looking for scholarships for PREK part-time students.
School Yard initiatives – free field trips, presentations, family night, teaching kids how to cast a fishing rod, etc. Great program
C. Secondary Principal Report – accident on Thursday, (3 students, one former student) flight for life but all expected to make a full recovery. One remains in Denver, one in Grand Junction.  Some will need online studies to keep up.
Might have an assembly next week to talk about safe driving for homecoming with help from the local P.D. and highway patrol.
Cell phone usage in the high school = issues. Cyber bullying somewhat, distraction issues. We have chrome books for everyone, so don’t need cell phones for technology reasons. Maybe only use them during lunch? Is this a code of conduct issue or policy change?  What are the legal ramifications? Teachers say it’s a constant battle. Make it an addition to the student handbook.  Need feedback from staff, parents and neighboring schools to come up with a plan.  Middle school phones are not being used during the day and the school is receiving support from parents on this matter.
