State Science Fair participants displayed their presentation boards and described what they enjoyed or learned at the State Science Fair.
Ms. Holm and Ms. Russell discussed their teaching strategies and successes in their classroom.
Members of the Wellness Committee had the board and audience participate in a movement break and explained the importance of regular activity breaks in the classroom. 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – No one signed up for public participation.
REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

A. Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson introduced Mr. John Marchino to the board. The elementary and secondary schools are considering making adjustments to the last days of school due to construction. The elementary would like to end the school year a week early in order for the teachers to have time to completely clear their classrooms. This would allow time for new carpet and fixture installation and fresh paint in each classroom so the elementary would be ready by the beginning of school in the fall. Ms. Epps surveyed the elementary school parents and a majority of the survey respondents were fine with the early finish. The secondary schools would like to have an early release on the last day of school. There is not any outdoor space available for the usual activities the students participate in on the last day of school.
1) Ms. Farrar highlighted events that are going on in the secondary schools. After the PSAT test the student spent the afternoon participating in community service projects. The middle school field trips to the Grand Canyon and the Sand Dunes are within the next couple of weeks. The Band performance is on May 1st and the Talent Show is on the 2nd. Ms. Hansen is taking her high school Art Honor Society to Denver to visit the Rocky Mountain College of Art and Design. The art honor society will be recognized on May 14th for their library mural. The senior class is finishing their English multi-genre project which will be displayed in the Performance Center. Ms. Wolcott has organized a Science Fair assembly for students to view a video about the International Science Fair. The middle school is finishing up MAPS testing.
B. Owner’s Rep Report – Jaynes continues to advance the schedule at every opportunity. Most of the campus construction should be complete by the beginning of the school year other than the Performance Center and part of the middle school. We have spent 12 million out of the BEST budget to date and are on target. Jaynes had a surprise OSHA visit last week and had no reportable incidents. The Zircon units and recycle bins will have to be moved to the bus garage when construction starts on the PC. The recycle bins will remain there permanently. 
C. PreK-5 Principal Report – Elementary has started MAPs and DIBELS testing. Ms. Epps will report on the results next month.
D. Dean of Students/Athletic Director Report – Refer to the written report.
E. Accountability Committee Report – The Accountability Committee will meet on Wednesday.
F. BOCES Report – Mr. Hawkins is impressed with the 100 percent BOCES staff retention this year which he gives Adrea credit. Mr. Hawkins brought up concerns with students vaping. Ignacio is getting a new school resource officer and Dolores has a new superintendent.  
G. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller provided the quarterly and investment reports. There is nothing out of the ordinary to report. The BEST budget is at the half way mark.

Mr. Hanson’s priority for the budget is increasing salary schedules and the including as many wish list items as possible. Some of the wish list items include fencing around the bus barn, an additional K12 music/art teacher, additional funding for student trips, financial support for the wellness committee, and more chrome books. The 3.8% salary increase includes the preschool. The preschool has staff that have or are pursuing bachelors or master degrees. These degrees are not required by the state. If we do honor the advanced degrees it would be a hit to the general fund. CPP, head start and private tuition cannot cover a salary increase. The preschool was started with the goal of being self-sufficient and this can be accomplished by sticking to the state requirements. A preliminary budget will be presented at the May meeting with final approval in June.
