PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

A. Superintendent’s Report – The elementary playground is not going to be ready for recess for quite some time. Students (1st through 5th) are going to get bussed to Boyle Park at the cost of $2,500. Wood chips for the preschool playground need to be purchased at a cost of about $2,000 before inspection in November. We are struggling to find a place to have wrestling practice. The first week of school has gone well regarding dealing with construction.
B. Owner’s Rep Report – Mr. Guiles reported that the first week went OK with students and teachers dealing with construction noise and detours. Unexpected sewer issues have been discovered while replacing the sewer line at the elementary and high school. This will add $25,000 dollars to the budget but there will be all new sanitary sewer lines coming from each building into the main leg and into the cleanout. The rest of the west parking lot will be opened after a privacy fence has been built. The walk bridge to the garden will placed on August 29th. The administration offices in the high school are 90% complete. A drill is planned so the contractors know what to do in the event of a lockdown. The electronic sign and the flag pole will be relocated. The Monday after football season is over construction will begin on the field. Everything should be done except for asphalt the start of the track season. Mr. Hanson added that Performance Center has a significant issue with the heating system. A new heating system is part of phase III of the construction project. This will not happen by the start of basketball season and we will have to figure out a way to heat the gym temporarily. 
C. PreK-5 Principal Report – Ms. Epps is pleased with the way her staff has handled the challenges of construction and not having a playground. The preschool has rearranged their schedule to accommodate kindergarten using their playground. Elementary enrollment has evened out between new and transferring students. DIBELs and MAPs testing started a little later than usual due to training new staff. Montezuma County Department of Social Services donated boxes of school supplies. Every preschool student was sent home with school supplies. Kid Camp started on Friday with about 25 students attending.
D. Secondary Principal Report – High School enrollment is up and the Middle School is down a bit but the secondary is up 4 students over all from October Count. Mr. Priestley reported that national SAT information has come out. He reports that Mancos is lower than the national norm. We still need to adjust to the SAT compared to ACT testing. Mr. Priestley discussed the results of the Healthy Kids Survey.
E. Dean of Students/Athletic Director Report – Mr. Showalter reports there are good numbers going out for fall sports. Athletes will be travelling a lot due to construction. We have a new athletic trainer and she is doing a great job. Mr. Showalter handed out sports schedules and emergency action plans. Middle school is practicing in the cafeteria.
F. Accountability Committee Report – Ms. Hutcheson-Brown gave a verbal report. She stated that she was pleased with the turn out for the first meeting. All schools were represented by a parent other than preschool. Ms. Hutcheson-Brown felt that is was important to follow the guidelines from the District Accountability Handbook from the Department of Education. She feels following these guidelines would provide better support for the school board and keep the Committee on a positive track. Mr. Hanson added the board needs to utilize the Accountability Committee more.  
G. BOCES Report (verbal) – Mr. Hawkins reported that BOCES is considering relocating their office with a need for two buildings.  Mr. Hanson reminded the Board of the process of forming our own AU unit with Durango and asked if they wanted to proceed with that process. Mr. Hanson visited with Ken Witt who is the executive director of Colorado Digital BOCES. Colorado Digital BOCES is strictly designed to operate online schools. They want to move into an AU unit. Instead of starting over, Colorado Digital BOCES wants to take the Durango-Mancos application and adjust it to include Durango, Mancos, Creede, Burlington and possibly Silverton. This would not mean pulling out of San Juan BOCES but joining another BOCES to have online opportunities for our students. The board agreed that San Juan BOCES is making an effort to keep their costs down and would like to stay with them.
H. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller reported that we found some money in the budget to get air conditioners for the middle school and west wing classrooms. She has been getting ready for the financial audit with Chris Majors.
