A. Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson said he would discuss the possibility of the totem pole being placed on campus at the next owner’s meeting. A Board retreat is tentatively scheduled for August 1st. Mr. Hanson clarified information regarding school board elections. By state statute, school board elections are on odd years. We will have three seats open in November of 2019. 
B. Owner’s Rep Report – Mr. Guiles reported that Empire Electric went above and beyond the help the district. Concerns regarding smoking and foul language has been addressed. The permit should come in next week to continue work in the high school with an adjustment for a fire wall. Important materials are arriving and concrete has been poured for the curb for the bus loop. Most of curb, gutter and sidewalk are in place on the parking lot and asphalt will be pit down next week. Western Technologies was selected for material testing and they will also perform special inspections. Although school is starting on the 13th, the campus will continue to look under construction until the end stages of the project. Slow progress on getting permits has not impacted the project due to the flexibility of the state inspector.
