A. Superintendent’s Report – The budget did not change much from information from the last meeting. Ed Whriter has been offered the PBL coordinator position and will be resigning from the board. The board has to declare a vacancy but does not have to appoint a new member since it is so close to the November election.
B. Owner’s Rep Report – Mr. Guiles reported the historic gym is almost done other than the new seats and goals. The elementary school ran into some asbestos that needed to be abated which will cost around $20,000.  We should be receiving the revised elementary furniture bid by Wednesday. There is a lot to do in the elementary and cafeteria to have it ready for the beginning of the school year. Landscaping is going on everywhere. Sprinkler systems are getting installed. Turf goes on the football field tomorrow. Asphalt has been laid for the jumping lanes. The privacy fence is ¾ complete. The field should be finished towards the end of July.  Irrigation ditch issue has been resolved.  
C. Accountability Committee Report – No report from the Accountability Committee.
The Board recessed at 6:24 p.m. to tour the historic gym.

D. BOCES Report – Mr. Hanson is meeting with Adria from BOCES and superintendents from Dove Creek, Cortez and Dolores to discuss an ED program for the west side. There is currently no alternate placement for these kids. New Wings is only available for elementary students. All schools have students in the secondary that would benefit from an alternate setting.
E. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller state that she has been busy wrapping up the fiscal year. Nothing out of the norm to report. The carry-over should be between $50,000 and $65,000. The carry-over would be more but we are using this years’ funds to pay for the PBL conference and the property purchase.
