PRESENTATIONS – RECOGNITION FROM DISTRICT OR BOARD

Holly Figueroa is the reading specialist at the elementary and presented information regarding the Title I program. She currently has 117 students in the Title I program. Mrs. Figueroa researched ways to get parents more involved and feel connected with the school. She incorporated Title Night into Parent Teacher Conferences and had 108 parents and students visit her classroom for title activities. This is a big improvement over the Title Night Dinners.

REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

A. Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Guiles discussed the pros and cons between HID and LED lighting for the athletic field during the work session. Mr. Hanson asked the Board to make a decision on the lighting and they chose the HID lighting. Mr. Hanson said that CASB is asking for boards of Education across the state to pass a resolution in support of Amendment 73. The Board did not think it was necessary to pass a resolution on the amendment. The board is in support of purchasing the property on the southwest corner of Walnut and Grand after hearing the preliminary cost to turn the property into a parking lot.  Mr. Hanson questioned whether we should name our new/remodeled facilities (the Performance Center, the Historic Gym and the athletic field). The board decided not to name the facilities.
B. Owner’s Rep Report – Mr. Guiles spoke during the work session
C. PreK-5 Principal Report – Mrs. Epps is excited to see that the playground is starting to take shape. Mrs. Epps shared goals for student growth. 
D. Secondary Principal Report – Mr. Priestley wanted to thank Ms. Aspromonte on a successful homecoming week. Student Council is working on suicide awareness this month. We have a beta coordinator through BOCES working with at-risk students. Ms. Aspromonte and Ms. Bucher are building Google Classrooms to work on important topics for ICAP.
E. Dean of Students/Athletic Director Report – Mr. Showalter states that Homecoming went well with great student involvement. Regionals are coming up for the cross country and volleyball teams. Football team is having a good season.
F. BOCES Report – The last meeting was very short and Mr. Hawkins did not have much to report. Adrea will address the board at a future meeting.
G. Accountability Committee Report – Ms. Hutcheson-Brown reported for the DAC. She was pleased with the turnout. They discussed the positive and negative information contained in the results. District communication and the use of volunteers was also discussed.  Due to conflicting meetings, the DAC meeting may get rescheduled for a different day of the month.
H. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller handed out BEST budget information which shows that we have billed 5.2 million so far. She referred to the investment reports and comparative financial statements for the first quarter and pointed out that comparative financial statement compares with the expenditures and revenues from last year to this year and  that we are on track.
