PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

A. Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson sends prayers to the community of Bayfield. Their Superintendent passed away recently. He then invited Mr. Guiles to review the construction progress. Mr. Guiles reports that there hasn’t been any real safety issues. The foot bridge was set and the students enjoyed watching the process. Playground equipment is supposed to start showing up towards the end of the month. Fencing has been moved around which has changed building access points for the multi-purpose and elementary. The entrance to the elementary school will be on the east side of the building until the construction is complete.  We are 4.5 million into the budget which is fine. All properties are under contract or in the process of being contracted. We still haven’t found a temporary wrestling practice facility. The privacy fence is up on the west side of the Beech St parking lot and all the parking lots are open. Timelines are fine. 
B. PreK-5 Principal Report – Brandi Durr led a workshop on the professional development day to help define the RtI process. RtI meetings will be held in the mornings on PD days which will allow all staff to attend. The noise and the time to transport students across campus is a challenge due to the construction. Mrs. Epps received a lot of useful feedback from her staff using the goals/expectations questioning format which she shared with the Board. She has also adjusted how she does her teacher reviews. She now does a “walking/talking” review that she finds beneficial. Mrs. Epps clarified the changes in the RtI process for the Board. These changes include allowing more time and being better prepared for the meetings.
C. Secondary Principal Report –Student Council is no longer in charge of homecoming. A homecoming committee has been created so that Student Council can focus more on social issues and current events. This month they worked on 9/11 awareness. Kylie Guiles has taken on the community wide initiative towards keeping the recycling in our community. Ms. Hansen has started an Art Honor Society club. Mr. Priestley also introduced the goals/expectations format with his staff during staff meetings and shared that feedback with the Board. Mr. Priestley shared his experience visiting High Tech High. He was excited to see their project based learning environment and hopes to incorporate ideas into our schools. 
D. Dean of Students/Athletic Director Report – Mr. Showalter thinks this is the best start to a year so far due to teachers making connections with students. The recent fire drill went well even with the adjustments due to construction. Recesses are going smoothly using the Baptist Church and Boyle Park. The new parking lot is such an improvement for athletic events on campus. The volleyball team is on a winning streak, the cross country team is consistently doing well, and the football team is currently ranked 3rd. Middle school practice is working well in the  cafeteria with reminders to shut doors and such. The athletic trainer is here three days a week.  There is a new rotation to the middle school sport seasons. Boys’ basketball will start in October. Wrestling and girls basketball will start in December. Mancos will host the regional cross country meet in Delta. SJBL pushing for good sportsmanship.  
E. Accountability Committee Report – The first meeting is scheduled for September, 19th. Mr. Hanson would like the committee to address the Healthy Kids Survey from a parent/community perspective.
F. BOCES Report (verbal) – BOCES is looking at relocating from Dolores to Cortez. Our ESS teachers reported to Mr. Hawkins that they are receiving great support from BOCES staff this year. Ms. Coppinger went to the budget meeting and was not pleased with their budget planning. Mr. Hanson offered to invite Adrea from BOCES to a board meeting.
G. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Chris Majors completed our financial audit. We were able to carry over some money from each our funds. We have more carry over than we originally thought which Chris will go over in more detail at the next meeting.  Chris recommended to keep approving bills at our board meetings and for the treasurer to review bills. Board agrees that the treasurer can sign off on the bills through an excel spreadsheet.

Since there is significant carry over Mr. Hanson is rethinking buying the Higman property. Parking is still an issue even with the additional parking lots. Mr. Hanson has asked Jaynes to do an estimate on turning the property into a parking lot. The Board is interested in acquiring the property.
B. School Garden – Mr. Hunter has heard rumors that the school and the school board does not support the school garden and he would like to get it on record that we do in fact support the school garden.
C. Policy Review- Mr. Hanson suggested that we do not need the regulation GBEB-R. We have the GBEB policy but the regulation is not necessary. Mr. Hanson added one sentence to the GDD Support Staff Vacations and Holidays to clarify how many days an employee can use in a year. Mr. Mitchell sought clarification on policy KDBA. This policy is new and is required by law. JLCDB Administration of Medical Marijuana to Qualified Students is a controversial issue but it is state law. The parent has to come in to administer the dose. The school will not administer or store marijuana. The rest of the policies are updates from CASB. Mr. Hanson is fine with them as written.
