REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATION AND COMMITTEES


A. Superintendent Report – The current budget should be in pretty good shape considering things. Two areas that will take a hit are the preschool and the food service. We decided to stop charging tuition for preschool students and the cafeteria is serving less meals.  Mr. Hanson stated that the Joint Budget Committee is going to release school finance the week of May 25th.  CDE suggests anticipating a 10% cut to next years’ budget. This is going to lead to some difficult decisions. Board recommending to start working on budget with the worst case scenario in mind.

B. School Nurse Report – Ms. Marzulla shared updated information on COVID-19 and the possibilities of returning the school before the semester ends. She described the guidelines that would likely have to put in place to make the returning as safe as possible.

C. PK-5 Principal Report – Ms. Epps discussed how her teachers are adjusting to teaching remotely. 

D. Secondary Principal Report – Mr, Marchino also discussed how the secondary staff is adjusting to teaching remotely. He believes that he has an 85% student participation. Teachers are trying to connect with students individually to check in with them. Mr. Marchino supports continuing the distance learning for the remainder of the year and said the secondary staff is in agreement. 
DISCUSSION:


A. Graduation Ceremony – Mancos seniors are not interested in a virtual graduation. They would prefer to push back the ceremony and are currently considering using the football field with distancing practices and limiting the family members attending. This would have to happen when larger gatherings are allowed. Another idea is waiting until Mancos Days and perhaps having a graduation ceremony and perhaps prom as well. Mr. Hawkins agrees with letting the students control their graduation. Ms. Cahill-Volpe feels that parents would like to have some certainty. Mr. Hanson feels like we should go with the originally planned date and set up extra future dates two weeks apart for rescheduling purposes. 

B. Continuing distance learning throughout the remainder of the school year
The school board and administration discussed the pros and cons of returning to school or to continue on with distance learning. A decision was made to wait for more information to come in the following weeks.
