PRESENTATIONS – RECOGNITION FROM DISTRICT OR BOARD – Mr. Hanson would like to express his gratitude for all the work the staff has put in during the transition to online learning.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – 
REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES
A. Owner’s Rep Report – The project is going to finish on time and on budget. 
B. BOCES Report – BOCES is looking into changing insurance plans because the current plan is increasing 23 percent. Three staff members have resigned.
C. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller is anticipating a $170.000 carry over. We should end the fiscal year with around 1. 6 million and with carry over should start the next school year with about 1.8 million. This is a healthy reserve.  The insurance increase is 3.3 percent which is better than expected. Although we will have to change our insurance carrier from UMR to BC/BS.

DISCUSSION ITEMS
A. End of 19/20 School Year –Mr. Hanson is recommending that the district conclude online instruction on May 14 and use the following week to return/pick up items from school. PreK – 5 created a schedule for parents to check their students out for the school year. The high school will be checking out students in a similar manner as the elementary. All board members agreed to the school year ending on the 14th of May. The elementary will use a pass or not conclusive grading system. The secondary students will still be receiving a letter grade in core classes.
B. Graduation – The district is planning on holding graduation on the football field. Students will be spaced apart and only allowed two guests. We will be able to have the ceremony live streamed. As it stands right now, the health department is fine with the plan for the ceremony. May 29 is the proposed date for the ceremony. The board agreed with this plan.
C. 20/21 School Year – The Governor is suggesting to have plan A, B and C for the beginning of the 2020-21 school year. Plan A - start school as usual.  Plan B - start school with some restrictions. Plan C- return to school with continued online learning. If Plan C becomes the reality, it will be much different than the online learning we have implemented for the end of this year.  
D. Budget – Mr. Hanson discussed the possibility of a varied range of percentage cuts to funding. It is difficult to begin to budget without exact numbers.
