PRESENTATIONS – RECOGNITION FROM DISTRICT OR BOARD – Ms. Epps and Mr. Marchino introduced new staff members to the Board. 
Administrators from Pueblo Community College introduced themselves and shared information about their programs. They listened to issues that our students have experienced with concurrent enrollment with the college.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – No one signed up for public participation.
REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

A. Superintendent’s Report – We started the school year off with a successful PBL conference. The budget was built on 467 students and we currently have 463 enrolled. Preschool enrollment is down a little bit which might be partly due to the new preschool opening.  Michelle Murphy, Rural Alliance Director, Ally Schmidt Rural Alliance Lobbyist, and Ally Kimmel a K-12 policy staffer for Governor Polis visited town and discussed assessments and funding with Mr. Hanson. An open house will be held in the near future for the community to see the campus upgrades The CASB fall regional meeting is on October 1st in Durango and all 4 board members would like to attend. The first BOCES meeting is Wednesday. 
B. Owner’s Rep Report – We are 17.8 million into the project with just over 6 million available. The historic gym has been turned over other than a few odds and ends left to do. The same goes for the elementary and kitchen. The entire football facility will be surrounded by a six foot fence to help protect the track and field from wildlife. The track is due to be marked on Wednesday. The West Wing/Middle School connection will be done late fall. Jaynes will move their office out of the West Wing and over to the Performance Center site.
C. PreK-5 Principal Report – Teachers have been implementing PBL on the very first day of school. Ms. Epps has partnered with Ft. Lewis College on a cultural diversity course which she has put consolidate grant money towards. This will cover 25 teachers to take the one credit hour course. The cultural diversity course is required for license renewal.
D. Secondary Principal Report – Mr. Marchino discussed how he incorporated PBL into the staff day meetings. He is enjoying getting to know the students. Mr. Marchino presented his thoughts on moving to 1 to 1 computers for secondary students.  The board agreed that it would be a good idea to move in that direction. We will look at talking to our attorney and adjusting our policy for a first reading for the next board meeting. 
E. Director of Operations/Athletic Director Report – Students are excited about our campus upgrades. Almost all staff has radios and there are new lock down kits at the elementary school. Sports are off and running and the biggest concern is keeping the athletes hydrated. HS cheerleading has started this year. It is great to have the athletic trainer. 
F. Project Based Learning Coordinator’s Report – The PBL training went well and Mr. Whritner has heard a lot of positive feedback from the teachers. He is happy to be here to help teachers with their planning their projects. The Mesa Verde educational staff and Canyon of the Ancients museum staff visiting campus next week. Mr. Whritner is working on forming partnerships with the Mancos Library, Chamber of Commerce, Mancos Creative District. Mr. Whritner explained the “Portrait of a Graduate” project and would like to get help from the Accountability Committee.
G. BOCES Report – We are not getting all the IDEA federal funding that we are supposed to be receiving. This will be discussed at the meeting on Wednesday.
H. Accountability Committee Report – There is an informational meeting on Wednesday to encourage membership. 
I. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements - Mr. Majors will be doing our audit soon.
