REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES

A. Owner’s Rep Report – Most of the construction is focused at the performance center. Projects are winding down in the middle school and science rooms. We are 21.5 million into the project with 3.2 left to bill. 2.55 million of that 3.2 is going towards construction hard costs. The remaining funds will go towards new roofing on the existing portion of the PC, West Wing, and the auxiliary gym. Mr. Guiles explained that the Career/Tech upgrades would involve three phases. The first two phases could be included in the BEST budget and the third phase would have to be achieved in another way at another time. 
B. Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson mentioned that there is a movement happening within the state involving a teacher walkout directed towards legislation regarding salaries.

D. Secondary Principal Report – No report this month.
E. Director of Operations/Athletic Director Report – Mr. Showalter checked with other schools and most let the public use their track/athletic field at certain times of the day/year. He is looking in to ways to remove snow without harming the artificial turf and track.

H. Accountability Committee Report – The committee discussed budget and PBL updates. Mr. Marchino talked with the committee about the concurrent enrollment grant.

The amount of money the general fund uses to supplement the food service budget keeps growing. We are looking for incentives to get the high school students to eat in the cafeteria.
