C. Adopt Resolution Official Notice of Intent to participate in the Montezuma County Coordinated Election and appointing a designated election official for the November 5, 2019 Coordinated Election

MOTION by Mr. Hunter to adopt the following resolution
A RESOLUTION OF INTENT TO PARTICIPATE IN THE MONTEZUMA COUNTY COORDINATED ELECTION AND APPOINTING A DESIGNATED ELECTION OFFICAL FOR THE NOVEMBER 5, 2019 COORDINATED ELECTION

WHEREAS, Mancos School District RE-6, Montezuma County, Colorado (the “District”), is a duly organized and validly existing school district, political subdivision and body corporate of the State of Colorado (the “State”); and

WHEREAS, the District will participate in the November 5, 2019, coordinated election for the purpose of electing school directors to fill 3 vacant positions on the District Board of Education (the “Board”); and

WHEREAS, Montezuma County will conduct a coordinated election to be held on November 5, 2019 (the “Election Date”), in accordance with articles 1 to 13 of title 1, Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended (the “Uniform Election Code”), at which the vacant District school director positions may be submitted to the voters.  

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF MANCOS SCHOOL DISTRICT RE-6, AS FOLLOWS:  

It is the intention of the Board to participate in the coordinated election on the Election Date for the election of school directors to fill the vacant positions on the Board. 

1. Heather McKie is hereby appointed as the “Designated Election Official” (“DEO”) responsible for the running of the election for the District. The DEO is hereby authorized and directed to notify the Montezuma County Clerk of this Resolution, in writing, by close of business July 26, 2019, and to proceed with any action necessary or appropriate to effectuate the provisions of this Resolution and comply with the Uniform Election Code and other applicable laws, including but not limited to Article X, Section 20 of the Colorado Constitution (“TABOR”).

2. The District’s Superintendent and DEO are directed to keep the Board apprised of the necessary deadlines and actions necessary or appropriate to submit a ballot issue for the above purposes to the voters in accordance with this Resolution and comply with the Uniform Election Code and with TABOR and other applicable laws and election rules.

D. Adopt Resolution on the Design and Construction of High Performance School Buildings

MOTION by Mr. Hunter to adopt the following resolution
Resolution on the Design and Construction of High Performance School Buildings

WHEREAS, Mancos RE-6 School District believes students and staff are entitled to a safe and healthy school environment; and

WHEREAS, studies have indicated that student achievement is greater, attendance is higher, and teacher and staff retention is improved when the learning environment is naturally lit, comfortable and well maintained; and

WHEREAS, schools that employ sustainable design and operating principles can contribute to our community’s environment by minimizing waste, as well as air and water pollution; and

WHEREAS, new buildings and renovations of existing schools provides a unique opportunity to reinvest in the community and move beyond standard designs to create school facilities that honor the needs of current and future students, staff and community members; and

WHEREAS, an integrated design approach can often take advantage of energy savings that become feasible when the interaction between separate building elements, such as windows, lighting and mechanical systems are considered; and

WHEREAS, the Collaborative for High Performance Schools (CHPS) has developed comprehensive design criteria based on the latest available information on sustainable school design, construction, and operation; and

WHEREAS, schools designed to meet the CHPS criteria incorporate environmental features that provide a context for learning; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Mancos RE-6 School Board of Education recognizes the progress already made by the District’s staff and design teams to incorporate sustainable design criteria into the District’s school construction program; and

RESOLVED further, that the Board directs staff to expand this effort to ensure that in each new school project consideration is given to efficient designs and best practices, including but not limited to anti-idling measures, green cleaning, indoor air quality, integrated pest management, and resource utilization; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOVLED that the Board of Education endorses District participation in and directs staff to pursue partnerships that further the goal of high performance schools, including Federal, State and utility programs that provide sustainable design assistance and/or financial incentives.
