B. Approve Resolution in support of emergency funding relief in the midst of the COVID-19 Pandemic
MOTION by Mr. Hunter to approve the resolution in support of emergency funding relief in the midst of the COVID-19 Pandemic as amended:  
WHEREAS, Because of an inadequate tax system, Public education was in the midst of a funding crisis prior to the pandemic.

WHEREAS, Prior to the pandemic salaries for educators were at the bottom of the nation, while Colorado's economy was at the top.

WHEREAS, Public education has not recovered from the great recession of 2008 when the legislature stabilized the State’s economy by borrowing 8 billion dollars from educators and still owes 572 million dollars.

WHEREAS, Underfunding has already resulted in cuts that impact:

1) Student mental health - Colorado ranks the 6 highest in teen suicide

2) Achievement gaps that are amongst the highest in the country

3) Instruction and student supports - 60% of Colorado districts are on 4 day school week

WHEREAS, With the pandemic, Colorado schools will require more revenue, not less, to reopen due to the following needs:

1) Over 100,000 students lack access to WIFI and internet

2) Catch up learning to address gaps created in the pandemic

3) Mental health and social emotional supports

4) Staggered schedules, PPE, social distancing

5) Professional development for distance learning

WHEREAS, Public education employees are vital to our children, our communities, the economy, and the recovery from Covid-19.

WHEREAS, Public education cannot sustain any further cuts having reached a crisis before the pandemic.

WHEREAS, Expecting local districts to backfill the loss in state share is not only inequitable but unsafe in the current Covid-19 environment.

WHEREAS, School districts need immediate short term relief, while working towards sustainable funding going forward.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Mancos School District RE6 calls on the state legislature to use their power to pass an emergency temporary tax relief measure. immediately by raising taxes on those earning more than $250,000 in order to raise substantial revenue, while also cutting taxes for all others in order to alleviate the disproportionate tax burden our low-income families If enacted, the legislators must guarantee to adequately fund education to at least the current level.
