C. PreK-5 Principal Report – The Little Jay gym is almost complete. The PTA Fall Festival was a huge success. There was great attendance at the Parent/Teacher Conferences. 
D. Secondary Principal Report – Mr. Marchino gives kudos to Ms. Ropes for a successful homecoming week and to Mrs. Greenlee for taking over the Head Coach position for the High School Volleyball Program. Ms. Fogel starting serving a grab and go breakfast in the West Wing. This has increased the amount of middle school students eating breakfast each morning. Mr. Marchino is working with Clara Martinez grant from CDE. The concurrent enrollment expansion and innovation grant program is a one year renewable grant for up to $50,000 to increase concurrent course enrollment. He is exploring ideas on how to get our teachers credentialed to teach current enrollment. 
E. Director of Operations/Athletic Director Report – Bleachers have been moved over to the Little Gym. Fire drills are going well. We are working on sound systems at the gym and the football field. Congrats to Boys XC for 1st place at regionals and the Grace Manning for qualifying individually. The volley Pink Game/Cancer awareness is this Saturday.
