REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES
A. Owner’s Rep Report – No Owner’s Rep Report
B. Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson discussed the reopening plan that his leadership put together last week. This included information regarding parent responsibilities, transportation, arrival and dismissal, cafeteria and recess. The district has been getting a lot varied opinions regarding returning to school since the Governor mandated wearing mask inside buildings. Mr. Hanson is asking the principals to reach out to families individually to get their stance on wearing masks in the classroom. Principals are to encourage parents to use the Colorado Digital Learning Services online program if they are uncomfortable sending their students to school. Our teachers are going to follow the CDLS curriculum in their classrooms. This will enable a smoother transition from online to in-person teaching or vice versa. Mr. Hanson asked that the first day of school get pushed to the 24th of August. This would help give the district time to learn more about the mask mandate and other guidelines. It would also allow teachers to have time to get familiar with the CDLS curriculum. The board agreed to the calendar change. The start of school plan is subject to change depending on teacher input, parent input and state mandates.
C. BOCES Report – BOCES did not meet but Mr. Hawkins has been in contact with the director. She reports that the Superintendents have been meeting weekly. She is concerned about taking care of IEP students that are not returning to in person schooling. 
D. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller did not have anything to report.
