PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – Mr. Guiles discussed his concerns regarding students wearing masks at school.
REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES
A. Owner’s Rep Report – The project is essentially complete except curtains for the performance center. The project was finished on time and under budget.
B. Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson shared the current enrollment numbers showing in person instruction, on-line instruction using CDLS, students not registered and students that have withdrawn completely. Mr. Hanson explained his plan for using and document the use of the COVID Relief Money. Mr. Hanson expressed his concerns about enrollment numbers changing due to mask mandates. The board is willing to be available for special meetings if the need arises. 
C. PreK-5 Principal Report – Ms. Epps reported that the students enrolled in summer school did not have any problems wearing a mask or shield during instruction. The elementary has 22 new students enrolling so far this year. Ms. Epps is grateful for the extra week for teachers to get familiar with CDLS curriculum. She has a potential plan for preschool if they need to move to remote learning. 
D. Secondary Principal Report – Mr. Marchino is encouraging the motto “Be Healthy, Be Safe and Stay in School.” CDLS training has gone well with a few setbacks that Mr. Marchino is working on. Middle School is up 6 students and the high school is even. He has filled all the open teaching positions. 
E. Director of Operations/Athletic Director Report – Mr. Showalter is happy to announce that we will be running all our bus routes. Custodians will be on a rotating schedule to allow two custodians to work during school hours to help with sanitizing high traffic areas throughout the school day. Bus drivers will not be as busy because field trips have been put on hold for the first semester and cross country is the only fall sport. Each sport will have a shorter season but each sport will get a season. 
F. PBL Coordinator Report – Mr. Whritner feels that CDLS is going to mesh well with project based learning.
G. BOCES Report – The first BOCES meeting is on Wednesday. There is a new board member from Archuleta County.
H. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller is preparing for the audit in September.

Mr. Hanson did not have an opinion on policies CC and CH but suggested we adopt CHD.
