REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES
A. District Nurse Report – Ms. Martinez reported that things are going well. Students have been staying home when they are sick. Parents have been good about following guidelines. 
B. Superintendent’s Report – Mr. Hanson is attending the meeting virtually due COVID exposure from the superintendent’s meeting in Grand Junction. He is on quarantine for 14 days. Mr. Hanson commended Mr. Showalter for hosting a successful HS football game while following all the COVID guidelines. The superintendents discussed funding, the READ act, and assessments. We are actively looking for a middle school sped teacher. The staff is getting more comfortable with the new learning environment and settling into a routine. The El Pomar Grant and COVID relief money will be used towards internet hot spots.
C. PreK-5 Principal Report – Ms. Epps reported that more students are coming back to in-person learning. Teachers have prepared students to use CDLS program but have also been able to incorporate their regular teaching practices. 
D. Secondary Principal Report – Mr. Marchino is going to have a group of students present to the board next month. They each received grants from “Grip Tape” to work on independent projects. There have not had any responses for the search for a MS ESS teacher.  We are currently coordinating with HS/Elementary ESS teachers to cover the ESS students.
E. Director of Operations/Athletic Director Report – HS Cross Country finished the season. Grace Manning competed at State. Knowledge Bowl had a virtual meet. The first football game went well. It was broadcast on the radio and streamed through Facebook. 
F. PBL Coordinator Report – Mr. Whritner discussed how the students and staff are progressing through CDLS obstacles. Several students are ready for PBL projects which include working with the cemetery to create plot map and creating a virtual tour of our campus. Mr. Good is going to help mesh the three year plan with our strategic plan. Mr. Whritner shared the revised three year plan.
G. BOCES Report – E school is completely self-sustaining. BOCES has been reviewing policies. Most of the policies focus on Title IX. 
H. Accountability Committee Report – There has not been much committee activity but not due to lack of interest. 
I. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements – Ms. Miller did not have any out of the ordinary expenditures to report.
