PRESENTATIONS – RECOGNITION FROM DISTRICT OR BOARD – Several high school students described the different projects they were doing through the Grip Tape grant. Their independent projects ranged from building computer, rebuilding a car, studying twin birth rates in cows and creating cosmetics.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – No one signed up for public participation.
REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES
A. Superintendent’s Report – Montezuma County has moved into the orange category. The county has to submit a mitigation plan to the state explaining how we plan to slow the spread of the virus. Colorado Department of Public Health will probably recommend schools close between Thanksgiving and Christmas break. Mr. Hanson is going to give a stipend to the elementary and high school special education teachers to compensate for covering the middle school caseload. The requirements for receiving the READ act grant has changed. Teachers would have to take a three credit hour (forty-five contact hours) class. Mr. Hanson recommends opting out of receiving the funds unless CDE extends the deadline for the teaching requirements. Governor Polis released his budget which restored all of the cuts that we endured this year plus some. We have a few teachers who may request to work remotely after Thanksgiving Break. 
B. PreK-5 Principal Report – Ms. Epps thanked Kathy Sehnert for making masks for the preschoolers. Ms. Epps elaborated on the requirements for the READ Act. 
C. Secondary Principal Report – The middle school is bringing in more PBIS rewards. Almost half of the middle school students made the honor roll. Five high school students are applying for the Daniel’s Fund Scholarship. The change in the SPED program is working well. Teachers are preparing for remote learning if it becomes necessary. 
D. Director of Operations/Athletic Director Report – The football team has progressed in to the playoffs. Season B which includes HS basketball and wrestling is scheduled to begin in January. 
E. PBL Coordinator Report – PBL projects include restoring the Cedar Hill Cemetery plot map and installing the sign that the welding class made on the corner of Grand and Mesa.
F. BOCES Report –BOCES did not have a regular meeting in November.
G. Accountability Committee Report – Ms. Brown shared some of the feedback from the committee’s policy review. 
H. Business Managers Report and Financial Statements - The staff is spending conservatively. We have received an invoice from CDLS.  COVID relief money has to be spent by December 31st.
