REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES
A. Superintendent’s Report – New guidelines came out from CDPH changing the mask mandate if the county moves to green with exception of schools. Students aged 11 through 18 would still have to wear a masks. This is something the admin team is going to address on Tuesday. The ESSER II Grant has been submitted with all of the items reported last month in the submission. We need to make some clarification revisions and resubmit. The guidelines for the ESSER III grant have just been released. The is still no indication coming out of legislation what funding for the 21/22 school year will look like but rumor has It the budget will be better than expected. Ms. Miller and Mr. Hanson will start the budget process the beginning of April. Mr. Hanson discussed a possible legislature change regarding a CDE error that would slowly raise property taxes. 
B. PreK-5 Principal Report – Kerisha Small received an education award from Southwest Colorado Women of Business. The meeting with 5th grade parents and students went really well. There are great PBL projects happening in the elementary. The elementary is planning on having summer school the first two weeks after Memorial Day for incoming Kindergarteners through 3rd grades. 
C. Secondary Principal Report – Mr. Marchino explained MAPs data to the board members. He also elaborated on non-negotiable standards. WE have two teachers who have completed the post-secondary academic programs and are now fully qualified to teach college courses. Mr. Marchino is working with PCC on our CTE program. He would like to be able to offer college level welding classes on our campus. He would also like to bring in technology classes through PCC for credit. 
D. Director of Operations/Athletic Director Report – We still need bus drivers. Wrestlers had a great showing at the state tournament. Season C is starting up including MS Football, Track, MS girls Basketball. We are hoping to host three track meets.
E. PBL Coordinator Report – We have new community partnerships with Willowtail Springs and Montezuma Land Conservancy. The Town of Mancos has asked our students to make signs for the businesses affected by the upcoming bridge work. Mr. Whritner has started co-teaching a class with Ms. Martin dealing with social/emotional learning, trauma-informed practices and brain science.
