PRESENTATIONS – RECOGNITION FROM DISTRICT OR BOARD – Members of Mancos Matters shared information on Trauma Informed Practices that have been implemented in our district. Ms. Hansen presented Art Honor Society projects and leadership and scholarship opportunities. She hopes to be able to take the students on a field trip that includes college tours and art museum tours.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – No one signed up for public participation.
REPORTS FROM ADMINISTRATORS AND COMMITTEES
A. Superintendent’s Report – Governor Polis has lifted all governor mandated restrictions and given guidelines to local control. Commissioner Candeleria stated that Montezuma County does not have any gathering or mask mandates. This could change event venues like graduation and prom. Mr. Hanson asked if the board would be willing to look at alternatives to group health insurance. The Board agreed. 
B. PreK-5 Principal’s Report – The math interventionist has designed a schedule to have push-in time and pull-out time with every grade level. Ms. Epps is impressed with the work being done at the school garden. 
C. Secondary Principal’s Report – Prom is scheduled for May 15 and Graduation for May 23. These events are currently scheduled to be held outside but that may change due to changing COVID guidelines. 
D. Director of Operations Report – All safety inspections are up-to-date. CHSAA has not release all the guidelines for Track and Field. A gentleman from Delta will be coming to Mancos to train us on the new timing system.
E. PBL Coordinator’s Report –The Mancos School District, in partnership with the Mancos Trails Group and the San Juan Mountains Association, is conducting a ribbon-cutting ceremony for our "Town Parks Trail" project. The project has been a year and half in the making, involving the entire 4th grade class and High School shop classes to establish a marked trail connecting all of our Mancos town parks. Mr. Whritner shared a Campus Tour video created by middle school students.

DISCUSSION ITEMS
A. Budget – We are budgeting for 449 students for the next fiscal year.  The PPR is projected at $9824.00 which is an increase of $820 per student. There will be other revenues included such as Title 1, Rural Schools Funding and Vape tax monies. Mr. Hanson would like to hire another teacher to help with art and music. Mr. Marchino would like to hire an additional high school teacher to help with English and electives. He would also like to address salary schedules for classified and preschool staff.
B. ESSER III Grant - Mancos should receive around $897,000. The expenditure starts now and runs through September 2023. Twenty percent of the grant has to be spent on lost learning. This will be put towards Mancos Matters, extending the math interventionist position, summer school, tutoring and teaching training. Some of the grant can be puts towards a new microbus and suburban. Lawyer putting together policy for spending one time monies to be given in form of a stipend. Mr. Hanson would like to use a portion of the grant to give staff members a stipend and has our lawyer working on a policy to allow one time monies to be used in the form of a stipend. Board members agreed to the stipend.
C. Open House – Mr. Hanson suggested having the Open House in fall. This would be great time for the community to see the school and visit with the new superintendent.
